Literacy
Please continue to read the student-made books coming home weekly.  Remember, these should stay at home and be read weekly using the crayon pointers to establish one to one matching of words.  Hopefully you have found the list of high frequency words we will be using this year.  These are words students will see often in books and use in their writing.  As you see these words in the little books, help your child locate and point to them.  In addition to the little books for homework, the black and white composition books are sent home weekly with songs and nursery rhymes.  Please return the books every Friday or the last day of the school week, so new pages can be added for the following 
week.  In addition to locating the words, you and your child can work on reinforcing Print Concepts we have been practicing in school.  Here are several we have introduced:

· locating one letter in a word, followed by two letters.

· locating one word in a sentence and then two words.

· find the first/last letter of a word.

· find the first/last word of a sentence.

· identify the periods, question marks, exclamation marks and commas.
· point to where we begin reading and where to go next.



Science and Projects

Later this month we will begin the Units Life on Land and Life on Water.  We will be receiving organisms from the Science Center for the students to observe the last week of the month.  Ask your child what organisms the class is observing and how they move.
